· Explicit instruction on academic integrity.
· Procedure for acknowledging and managing plagiarism and/or if assessment submissions are students’ own work, 
· General student declarations for all students, inclusive of upholding academic integrity.
· Additional student declaration processes for folio submissions and external assessment.
· Record-keeping of integrity breaches and outcomes.
· External Exam Rules are communicated to students and families.
