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PROVIDER CHECKLIST
 TASC PROVIDER STANDARDS 
This checklist is designed to help schools and teachers review their compliance with the TASC Standards for Providers and identify areas for improvement in the delivery and assessment of senior secondary courses. It provides a structured way to check that:
· policies are formally documented and align with TASC requirements
· processes are in place to operationalise those policies
· practice reflects consistent application in classrooms and school operations.

Use this checklist to:
· confirm what is already in place
· highlight gaps or areas needing development
· support continuous improvement and readiness for TASC quality assurance activities.

Standard 7 – Continuous Improvement 
This Standard focuses on using evidence and feedback to refine practice and strengthen course delivery quality. This Standard is aligned to best practice quality assurance – however is new.
TASC requirements for what Schools must demonstrate (Evidence):
· Providers must have a procedure for annual self-review against the Standards. This should be led by either the TLO or other senior school leader.
· Teachers must have a process to review the following to improve course planning, delivery and assessment:
·  QA and/or moderation feedback 
· internal vs external ratings report feedback for level 3 and 4 courses
